I.
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairperson Stewart called the City of Tillamook Planning Commission meeting to order at 7:03 P.M. announcing she would adjust the meeting order so that Election of officers would take place first.

Chairperson Stewart opened the floor for nominations for Chairman.  

· A. Palter nominated Jan Stewart to continue as Chairman. R. Jacobs seconded the motion.  There was no discussion. Ayes were received by R. Jacobs, A. Palter, K. Skinner and N. Hahn.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairperson Stewart opened the floor for nomination for Vice- Chairman.

· N. Hahn nominated A. Palter for Vice-Chairman.  R. Jacobs seconded the motion.  There was no discussion.  Ayes were received by R. Jacobs, A. Palter, K. Skinner and N. Hahn.  The motion passed unanimously.
Chairperson Stewart introduced City Manager Paul Wyntergreen to the committee and proceeded to give him a brief history of the planning members.  

II. HEARINGS OF CITIZENS AND DELEGATIONS:



Chairperson Stewart did not read the entire Hearing of Citizens & Delegation Statement  as there was no one in the audience except the applicant.  There were no objections.  

III. APPROVAL OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION HEARING MINUTES FROM JANUARY 6, 2011:

Chairperson Stewart asked for approval of the meeting minutes from January 6th, 2011.    

· A. Palter made a motion to approve the minutes of January 6, 2011 as presented. The motion was second by R. Jacobs. Chairperson Stewart mentioned the minutes reflected several times that there were discussions during the Public Hearing portion of the meeting when there should not have been discussion but only testimony.  She and P. Wyntergreen talked about the procedure of the meetings regarding public testimony and commission discussion.  Chairperson Stewart asked for a vote on the motion. Ayes were received by R. Jacobs and A. Palter.  K. Skinner and N. Hahn abstained.  Chairman Stewart noted an abstention is a yes vote.  The motion carried unanimously.

IV. PUBLIC HEARINGS: 

1) Chairperson Stewart opened the Public Hearing for Albright Kittell PC, Lois A. Albright and Christopher M. Kittell for Variance #V-11-01 to construct a 720 sq. ft. addition to the office building at 2308 Third Street, Tillamook, OR 97141.  She then read the Hearing Disclosure Statement into the record.  Chairperson Stewart asked commission members if they had any ex-parte contact, bias or conflict of interest.  There were none and there were no challenges from the audience. She then asked D. Mattison to go over the staff report noting commission member questions were be at the end.
D. Mattison noted a correction in the title of the Preliminary Findings and Conclusion report to add Site Plan Review #SP-88-04/05 and that the second line under the Location portion, page 1, should be eliminated as it does not pertain to this report. He proceeded to read and comment on the request for variance, off street parking, zoning and access.  
While covering the landscaping portion of the report in Section 22, page 3, D. Mattison noted an amendment in 2.B. that the landscape requirements should be 10% not 15%.  Also in Section 22, 2.F. pertaining to Traffic Capacity Analysis, “Not Applicable” should be added to the section.
D. Mattison explained while covering Section 25, Off Street Parking, that the applicant now has a signed agreement with Sterling Bank, across the street from the location, for additional parking spaces therefore this section will be amended to reflect this agreement.
In explaining the Variance Setback request D. Mattison mentioned there are unusual circumstances and went over the reason for the requested variance request.   All of the reasons are included in the report and are a part of the record.  In Section 32.1, pertaining to Variances, the reference at the end referring to signs needs to be amended to the applicants request for a setback variance.

D. Mattison mentioned notices were mailed out and no comments were received.  He then went over the Conclusions and Recommended Conditions noting an amendment to add Site Plan Review #SP-88-04/05 to the first paragraph.
Chairman Stewart went over the amendments to the report and asked if there were any others.  There were no other amendments to the report.  A. Palter asked about parking spaces and Chairperson Stewart said this would be discussed later.  He also asked D. Mattison about zoning and this was discussed. 
Chairperson Stewart asked the applicant to come forward.  Lois Albright, 2308 Third Street Tillamook, OR 97141, introduced herself and her husband Christopher Kittell.  She explained the reason for the expansion and the request for variance.  She spoke about the parking and agreement with Sterling Bank, which she submitted into the record, for additional parking.  She handed out photos of the front yard of the property addressing the tree that would need to be removed and possibly replaced elsewhere on the property.  With no questions from the commission members she was seated.  There were no further comments from the applicants.

Chairperson Stewart said there were no other person’s in attendance so there is no opposition, neutral testimony or rebuttal.  She then closed the Public Hearing and opened Commission discussion. 

The commission members proceeded to look over the photos presented and discuss trees and landscaping.  There was discussion about item #3 under Conclusions and Recommended Conditions and the requirement to replace the tree.  There was discussion about the size and type of replacement and a requirement to replace the tree.  Commission members agreed that item #3 be revised from a requirement to a similar replacement tree if possible. They discussed RO zoning, historic zoning and parking.  
· N. Hahn moved that Variance #V-11-01 be approved in accordance with the Preliminary Findings and Conclusions as presented by staff, including the changes as recorded in the record and that based on these findings the applicant has met the applicable criteria.  K. Skinner seconded the motion.  Chairperson Stewart asked for a Friendly Amendment to add Site Plan Review #SP-88-04/05 to the motion.  A. Palter asked a Friendly Amendment to the motion to include the revision of Item #3, Conclusions and Recommended Conditions, as discussed. The Friendly amendments were accepted by N. Hahn and K. Skinner.  Chairperson Stewart called for the vote. N. Hahn voted aye. K. Skinner voted aye.  A. Palter voted aye.  R. Jacobs voted aye.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairperson Stewart noted there is a 10 day appeal period from this date.  

V. ITEMS OF HIGH PUBLIC INTEREST: 

P. Wyntergreen spoke to the commission members about the Council Priorities and Initiatives staff report included in the packets.  He mentioned the game plan, commission assignments, the Parks Master Plan, reviewing the Comprehensive Plan and the code.  He went on to note the Goodspeed Park playground equipment project, the Holden Creek project and the 3rd Street Improvement project.  Chairperson Stewart said she was excited about the new directives for the planning Commission as well as the City Council committees.  There was discussion about FEMA and north Tillamook, the Schmidt property donation, the PUD power line relocation, skate parks, softball fields. K. Skinner asked about having a workshop to discuss how to accomplish the tasks.  A. Palter would like a map of all city parks and what they currently offer. 
D. Mattsion explained the Community Rating System (CRS) letter and the revised rating for the community.   Tillamook now has a 15% rate, up from a 10% which give a discount on flood insurance rates for the community.  Chairperson Stewart and A. Palter thanked staff for all the work they did to get this better rate and to look at the next steps in getting an even better rating.
VI. ITEMS OF COMMISSION CONCERN: 

K. Skinner introduced herself to the commission members and gave a brief history and her interest in planning.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

D. Mattison noted the training sessions are online.  He also announced there is a joint workshop for the Planning Commission and the City Council on March 7th, 2011 at 6 pm on the ODOT US101/Hwy 6 Project.  He handed out the packet for that workshop to the members.
Chairman Stewart spoke about the by-laws which she and D. Mattison had reviewed.  She mentioned there are several overlays that will need to be addressed.  D. Mattison will be reviewing for corrections and amendments in order to appeal the old by-laws and adopt new by-laws.  P. Wyntergreen noted the City Council is also looking at their by-laws.  By-laws were discussed.

With no further discussion or objections, the meeting was adjourned by Chairperson Stewart at 8:55 p.m.
